Throughout the week, there will be lots of activities that your child will be taking part in:

This will take place the week after book week and the pupils will get a chance to work with a performing arts choreographer
from the West End to bring books to life. Year 3 and 4 will be exploring Roald Dahl's ‘Charlie and the Chocolate Factory’ and
Year 5 and 6 will be focusing on Rudyard Kipling’s ‘The Jungle Book’. These workshops cost £1,000 in total for the whole
school to take part. Our PFA have funded these enrichment days with the money raised during non-school uniform days this
academic year.

Book Swap

As in previous years, if you are able to, please can you send your child with unwanted children’s books (that are in good
condition) into school. For each book that your child brings in, they will receive a book token that they can then redeem for
other books in the book swap.
