Parents’ Evening 

Wednesday 11th February and Thursday 12th February 2026 
 

This half term, you will have an opportunity to meet your child’s teacher and to find out about 
how your child is progressing so far this year. Discussions with the teacher will be face to face, 
in school, and will last for no longer than 10 minutes. We kindly request that parents adhere 
to these timings to help ensure the evening runs smoothly. 
 

These mid-point reviews will take place over two evenings. Your child’s books will be available 
outside the classroom, for your perusal, prior to the meeting. We ask that you respect 
everyone’s privacy and only look at your own child’s books. Please take the books in to the 
meeting with your child’s class teacher where you can celebrate their achievements, progress 
and discuss future targets. 
 

We will also be giving you a written mid-term progress report to inform you about your child’s 
current progress and whether they are on track to meet age related expectations for their 
year group by the end of the academic year.  
 

Appointments can be made or changed online from Tuesday 27th January at 6pm up until 
Monday 9th February at 12pm. Should you have any issues booking your appointment, please 
contact the school office. Parents and carers of pupils on the SEND list are welcome to book 
an appointment with the SENDCo during Parents’ Evening, if they have a specific concern or 
query they would like to discuss. Please note that information about your child’s provision and 
progress will be shared by the class teacher in their appointment, so a SENDCo appointment is 
only necessary where additional discussion is needed.
